About the Scholarship

The Nicholas P. Pipino Memorial Foundation consists of family, friends, and volunteers seeking to stop senseless acts of violence and also preserve their fond memories of Nick Pipino, a Drexel University student who was fatally stabbed outside Cavanaugh's Restaurant & Bar on December 19, 1992, where he worked part-time as a bartender while pursuing an undergraduate degree at Drexel.

In keeping with Nick's love for the outdoors, the foundation has organized the University City 5K Run since 1993 as a way to make something positive come out of Nick's untimely death. The foundation has also partnered with Drexel University creating scholarship opportunities which enable young individuals to obtain an education without the demands of part-time employment and allows the student to focus on his or her education. The relationship between Drexel and the Nicholas P. Pipino Memorial Foundation provides financial assistance and a quality education to enthusiastic students who are eager to meet the realistic demands of the professional world. 

Scholarship Requirements

Scholarship winners will be announced immediately following the 19th Annual University City 5K Run on Saturday, May 7, 2011.  Applications must be submitted via e-mail to Joanne Hunt in the Office of Alumni Relations at jh882@drexel.edu no later than 5 p.m. on Friday, April 8, 2011. 
Eligible candidates will include any Drexel University student that has completed his or her sophomore year at Drexel.  Candidates must be full-time undergraduate students and are required to remain in school to receive the scholarship.  Qualified students should also have shown community and extra curricular involvement in their applications and must have a financial need which meets the Drexel Financial Aid Office’s requirements as of the end of their sophomore year.  

All candidates that meet the above criteria should submit an essay at least one page in length elaborating on reasons they are seeking the scholarship.  This essay should include student activities, any involvement with the Run, academic achievements, and future professional and personal plans that would help the Drexel community.  Also include work-related activity necessary to meet student financial obligations, if any.  Plans to help perpetuate the foundations continued goals of operating successful future races should be included in the essay as well.  Any other pertinent facts that the applicant would like to submit can also be included.

In addition, we are requesting two (2) letters of recommendation (one MUST be professional) attesting to the student’s character.  These letters must also be submitted via e-mail to jh882@drexel.edu.  Please include phone numbers of any person that has submitted a letter on the applicants’ behalf.  We appreciate your interest in the scholarship and look forward to reviewing your application.
