= \WHAT is PHYS 100?

Students are invited to participate in the PHYS 100 based upon the outcome of their calculus
placement exam. PHYS 100 is a self-paced 7-week online course beginning July 19, 2010. This
zero (0) credit course is offered completely free of charge. PHYS 100 is designed to refresh incoming
freshman students of the calculus concepts that were learned in high school. Successful
completeion of the course will place the student into PHYS 101 when it is next offered during the
winter term. This voluntary course is available to all incoming students. The deadline to compete this
course is September 3, 2010.
