Club Quarters Philadelphia
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Choice Music. Napster or iTunes. Any Way You Choose.
Drexel recently launched its new Drexel Music Choice Program (DMCP) giving
students the option to obtain music from either iTunes or Napster. Drexel is one
of the first universities in the country to provide a music choice that meets the
needs of both Macintosh and Windows users. 

Subscribers to the DMCP choose a music provider each academic year.
Students who live in residence halls are automatically enrolled in the
DMCP as part of ResNet. Students who commute or live off campus

may pay $24 annually to join the DMCP. Faculty and staff may join as
associate members and access Napster for $6.95 a month, a 30 percent discount. To
enroll in the Drexel Music Choice Program, visit http://www.drexel.edu/MusicChoice.

Students who select iTunes as their music provider will receive 28 song downloads
for the year. Downloaded songs may be played on computers, burned to CDs or
transferred to iPod music players. With Napster, students have access to the entire
Napster catalog — more than 1.5 million songs — and may listen to tracks as long as
their subscriptions are active. As with iTunes, Napster allows students the ability to buy
tracks and play them on computers, burn them to CDs or transfer them to MP3 players.

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2006 marks the 100th anniversary of the
founding of cooperative education.
Drexel, a pioneer in cooperative education
since 1919, operates one of the largest
and most well-known programs in the
world. Over 1,500 employer organizations
with more than 5,600 positions located
nationally and internationally hire Drexel
students through the co-op program.
Participation in co-op is available to
almost all majors and is a degree
requirement for engineering, information
science and technology, nursing and
media arts and design. 

The Steinbright Career
Development Center’s
mission is to provide
services to assist students
and alumni in gaining
experience in a
professional setting. Under
the Drexel Co-op Plan,
students attend classes
full-time for the entire
freshman year. Beginning

at a predetermined point (depending upon
the major), students alternate periods of
full-time classroom studies and full-time
employment with University-approved
employers. 

The program requires students to work
full-time during co-op employment
periods, so co-op experience is not to be
confused with a part-time job. Co-op
helps students build résumés, perform at
a professional level and provides the
opportunity to focus career goals. The
work experience also helps students:
• Form an accurate picture of their

talents and interests
• Teaches them to commit to career

strategies and appraise and adjust the
course of their careers

• Facilitates a transition to the “real
world”
• Encourages responsibility 
• Requires “real” choices

In 2006, the Steinbright Career
Development Center has set the 
following priorities:  
A new, improved, required co-op 
preparation course for freshmen 
(begun in January)
• More high-quality job opportunities

• A new focus on developing
international opportunities with multi-
national employers

• Development of a means, such as online
courses, for students to remain con-
nected to the University while on co-op

• Continuously looking for new and more
effective methods to improve how we
deliver services to our students and
employer partners.

Geary Auditorium Gets
High-Tech Makeover 
Last fall the University completed a
major renovation to Geary Auditorium on
the Center City Hahnemann Campus to
meet the need for larger classrooms. 

The Auditorium, located on the first
floor of New College Building, has been
divided into two SMART classrooms
with 16x9-foot screen projection
systems. Prior to the
renovations, Geary seated 600,
but was rarely utilized to its full
capacity. Capacity is now 140
seats in Auditorium A and 250 in
Auditorium B. Both rooms include
simulcast, videoconferencing and
Webcast capabilities and can
access Drexel’s wireless Internet. 

The rooms provide easy access
for wheelchairs and have
designated handicapped seating
space.  In addition to classes, Geary is
venue to a Free Friday night movie
series, guest lecturers and grand rounds,
shows and entertainment presented by
student groups and other special events.

DREXEL CELEBRATES 100TH ANNIVERSARY OF CO-OP
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The Drexel University Student Counseling
Center, located on the second floor of
Creese Student Center, Suite 201, offers

a variety of free services to students on the
University City Main Campus. 

Led by Assistant Dean for Counseling,
Health and Wellness Dr. Annette Molyneux,
the Center is staffed by four professional
licensed therapists and full-time Ph.D.-level
psychology graduate students. The profes-
sional therapists are able to care for most of
the students’ mental health needs. The Center
also assists individuals in locating off-campus
therapists and services if students request a

referral or it is decided that a referral is more
appropriate, given a student’s needs. 

In addition to general therapy, counselors
are specialized in areas including alcohol and
drug abuse, eating disorders, anger
management, sexual assault/rape, adolescent
psychology, anxiety reduction and depression

management. The Center also provides
individual counseling to help students with
personal issues such as relationship
difficulties, family problems, low self-esteem
and adjustment to university life. 

“Sometimes a student just needs a
sympathetic ear, or a safe place to go to talk
about some of their fears or concerns,” said
Molyneux. “We can offer support through diff-
icult transitions and we can assist students in
identifying other resources on campus they may
need to access in order to resolve an issue.”

The Center offers couple and family
therapy, group therapy and workshops on a
variety of topics. The Center also works
closely with Drexel’s athletic, Greek life and
residential communities to provide specialty
workshops and groups designed to meet the
needs of those students.

The Center sponsors a Peer Counseling
Helpline. Peer counselors are trained and
monitored by Associate Director Amy Henning.
The Helpline is open to all students who need
information, want to talk to an unbiased
listener or wish to share a problem. Peer coun-
selors are trained to contact the professional
staff on duty, or to make a referral to the
counseling center if necessary. The Helpline,
which can be reached at 215-895-1523, is
open Monday through Friday, 8 p.m.-midnight.

Asbury Protestant Ministry 
Names New Director
Tim Rardin (second from left, with Habitat from
Humanity volunteers) was recently appointed
the director of Asbury Protestant Ministry at
Drexel. Pastor Tim — as he is known to
students — comes to Drexel with a variety of
experience in church and non-profit work, in
Baltimore, Philadelphia and Newark, N.J. He
graduated from the University of Michigan in

1994 with bachelor’s degrees in English and communication. He
earned his M.Div from Drew Theological School in 2004 and is currently
pursuing ordination within the United Methodist Church.

Pastor Tim’s vision for campus ministry is to “build a sense of community
where students, in the midst of everything that’s going on in their lives, can
explore their faith.” For him, that community is first and foremost a place of
mutual care and respect, where students can safely and honestly explore the
questions that inevitably come up in young adulthood: questions about identity
purpose and vocation and the world around them and how to make sense of it.

“College students are dealing with a lot of changes both internally and
externally, along with some extraordinary demands on their time and
energy, especially at a place like Drexel,” he said. “At Asbury, we’re trying
to give them a base of support and encouragement; a place of grounding
where they can engage and develop a spiritual life which is relevant and
meaningful in the midst of all that.”

Asbury is an inclusive, ecumenical (i.e. open to all denominational
backgrounds) Christian campus ministry. Activities vary by term, but
generally include community worship and prayer; Bible study; topical
discussions; movie nights and other fellowship activities; covenant small
groups; retreats; community service and social action projects (including
Spring Break service projects).

Asbury is also an active member of Drexel’s Interfaith Council, which
includes the Newman Center for Catholics and Hillel for Jewish students.
Through a variety of programs and events, the Council works to cultivate an
environment of mutual respect and understanding in a religiously pluralistic
campus and society.
