Sediment—the stuff that collects at the bottom of rivers and estuaries—can tell us a lot about the health of our eco-
system, from the success of pollution control measures to thesystem's response time to such efforts.  
 
Over the last three years, Dr. David Velinksy and his team at the Academy of Natural Sciences have been sampling sed-
iment cores ("slices" of sediment extracted with a long tube) from tidal marshes within the Delaware River watershed, 
from downstream of Trenton, NJ to Lewes, DE. These samples offer insight into the changes that have been occurring 
in these areas over the last 100-150 years! Learn about these changes, as well as how this data can be 
used to develop future environmental forecasts.
