The number broke the previous record of seven accepted Dragons, reached in
both 2014 and 2013 — numbers that were more than dovble the Fulbrighs
grants awarded 1o Drexel o decade ago. A rotal of 18 sudents and alumni
submitted Fulbright proposals this year, with 11 Dragons selected os
semifinalists. Half of the final grant awardees come from the School of
Biomedical Engineering, Science and Health Systems.
