Drexel Bike Share is available to students, faculty, and professional staff to check out a bike, for 
FREE, for a few hours or a weekend. The Drexel Bike Share program is administered through the 
Parking Services Office, located in the General Services Building on the first floor, where bikes are 
checked out and returned. The Parking Services website has more information. 

The use of a Drexel Bike Share bike includes a helmet, u-lock, cable, and lock key (the "Equipment"). All Bike Share 
Equipment is picked up and returned to the Drexel Bike Share hub located in the Parking Services Garage Office (the 
"Hub").
