Guidelines for Trash Pick-up In Philadelphia
KNOW YOUR TRASH COLLECTION DAY

Place your trash out only on your scheduled collection day.

If you live North of Market Street, east of 42nd Street to 30th Street, your trash pickup dayisa h b 5!

PUT OUT YOUR TRASH AT THE CORRECT TIME

Regular Collection: Trash/recycling should be set out between 7:00 PM the night before collection day and 7:00 AM the
day of collection, at your authorized pickup site.

Early Collection (Vine St. to Bainbridge St., from Schuylkill River to Delaware River): Trash/recycling should be set out no
later than 6:00 AM the day of collection at your authorized pickup site.

Holidays: On City-observed holidays your usual trash collection schedule may change. Here’s a helpful list of collection

schedules for holidays throughout the year.

New Years Day Wednesday, January 2 Independence Day Friday, July 5

MLK Day. Day Tuesday, January 22 Labor Day Tuesday, September 3
President's Day Tuesday, February 19 Columbus Day Tuesday, October 15
Good Friday Saturday, March 30 Veterans Day Tuesday, November 12
Memorial Day Tuesday, May 28 Thanksgiving Day Friday, November 29

PUT OUT TRASH IN PROPER CONTAINERS

7 Place all trash in personal trashcans or sealed plastic bags, filled only to the 40-pound limit.

1 Securely tie wood scraps, and other loose items into bundles no more than four feet long and two feet thick.

1 NOTE: Cardboard boxes may never be used as containers for trash/recycling, regardless of who collects it!

1 Newspapers and flattened cardboard boxes along with steel and aluminum cans, glass jars and bottles, paper and #1
and #2 plastics should be placed out as recycling.
