Alpha Chi Rho (Lambda Chi Phi)
	Colloquially known as AXP or Crows, Alpha Chi Rho opened the Lambda Chi Phi Chapter at Drexel University on May 16, 1992.  Currently, their housing is located on North 34th Street along Greek Row and across from the Kelly Hall Dormitory.  Traditionally a Catholic Fraternity, Alpha Chi Rho had its national founding on June 4, 1895 at Trinity College in Hartford, Connecticut.  The Lambda Chi Phi Chapter was founded at a time when many other chapter membership levels were declining.  In 2009 Lambda Chi Phi hosted the Crow Bowl, a football fundraising event, along with the Epsilon Phi Chapter (Temple University).  In 2010 Lambda Chi Phi again hosted the event along with the Epsilon Phi Chapter and the Omega Phi Chapter (LaSalle University).  The funds raised by the Crow Bowl were used to set up scholarships in the honor of Ian Alexander and John Williamson, Alpha Chi Rho brothers of Lambda Chi Phi who passed away in January 2009.  The Lambda Chi Phi Chapter of Alpha Chi Rho also hosts the One.25 Music Fest to benefit the Alexander-Williamson Endowment.  The One.25 Music Fest has been held at venues such as The First Unitarian Church and World Café Live.
